Our learning:

Listen to simple stories and understand what is
happening, with the help of the pictures.
Identify familiar objects and properties for
practitioners when they are described. For ex-
ample: ‘Katie’s coat’, ‘blue car’, ‘shiny apple’.

Physical Development

Our learning:

Explore different materials and tools.

Use large and small motor skills to do things independently, for ex-
ample manage buttons and zips, and pour drinks

Personal, Social and Emotional

Development

Our learning:

Thrive as they develop self-assurance.

Grow in independence, rejecting help (“me do
it”). Sometimes this leads to feelings of frustra-
tion and tantrums.

Safely explore emotions beyond

their normal range through play
